Needed to clear land, plant crops, tend the fields
2. Many criminals and prisoners of war sent to colonies as workers 7 year workers
3.  Slaves from Africa also arrived in North America in ever growing numbers

4. Indentured Servants paid for their passage by working for a certain period of time.

Maryland
a.
Sir George Calvert, Lord Baltimore wanted a safe place for catholics
1.
1632 King Charles gave him a proprietary colony north of Virginia.

2.
Calvert died but his son inherited the colony

3.
New Lord Calvert sent his brothers in 1634 to start the colony
4.
primary crop tobacco but they also produced other crops

5.
Baltimore founded in  1729 was a port and eventually largest city.

6.
Many wealthy families acquire land and needed workers so the Calverts offered settlers lots of land in return for moving there.

7. Calverts and Penns argued over boundary between Pennsylvania and Maryland. They hired two British astronomers, Charles Mason and Jeremiah Dixon to map a line dividing the colonies. Line marked with stones
8. Protestants soon outnumber Catholics in the colony and in 1692 the assemble soon imposed the same restrictions on Catholics that existed in England at the time.
III. Virginia Expands

a. Virginia became wealthy from tobacco.
b. Nathaniel Bacon 1676 led angry western settlers against the governor over deal with the native Americans to keep settlers out of western Virginia

c. Bacon got sick and died but nearly captured all of Virginia.

d. Governor started militia and moved Indians from Western Virginia
IV. Carolinas - Charles Land
1. Founded in 1663 by members of the Kings court


a. 1680 founded Charles Town or later Charleston

b. John Locke wrote the Constitution

c. Separated into two parts North and South

d. North settled by back woodsman grew tobacco and sold forest products

e. South was more prosperous grew a variety of crops. Indigo became a staple.

f. Most of settlers in South Carolina came from the English settlement in Barbados where enslave Africans worked sugar fields. They used lots of slaves in SC to tend rice plantations and tobacco.


g. 1729 both became royal colonies
V. Georgia established in 1733 by General James Oglethorpe

a. Settled by debtors

b. Built Savannah as a fort to protect them from the Spainish


c. Banned slavery, catholics, and rum

d.  Soon had more non English settlers
