1. What events helped to propel England and Spain to War?

Trading rivalry, religious differences, Attacks on Spanish ships and ports by Sir Francis Drake, Drake was knighted instead of punished.

Spanish Armada defeated by English leading to the a new king of the seas.

2. How did the defeat of the Spanish Armada change England's plan for colonies in North America?

The defeat of the Spanish Armada left England as the country with the most powerful navy in the World. This ended Spains control of the seas and cleared the way for England and  other nations to start colonies in North America. 
3. What was the Lost Colony of Roanoke?

In 1585 Sir Walter Raleigh sent 100 men to Roanoke Island. After a tough winter they returned home. In 1587 he tried again with 91 men, 17 women and 9 children. 1st English child born in North America occurred shortly after landing Virginia Dare. Their leader and father of Virginia Dare, John White returned to England for supplies. Couldn't return for 3 years. When he returned they were gone vanished.  Only clue Croatoan carved in a tree.
4. What was the Virginia Company?

Group of Merchants with a royal charter started a joint stock company
1606 it sent 144 settlers to Virginia, 
5. Where was Jamestown?

1607 they settled in Chesapeake Bay new the James River site
was swampy, lacked farm land. Only 38 survived the first winter

6. Who was John Smith and how did his presence impact the colony?

. John Smith ran the colony for 2 years.  400 more settlers arrived. Got food from local Native Americans. Smith left in 1609 without strong leadership only 60 survived the winter of 1609 - 1610

7. How was Jamestown economical successful?

John Rolfe married Pocahontas. Learned to grow tobacco from seeds from the West Indies. 1st crop sold in 1614 became the main crop of the colony. This also signal a shift to private landownership  and the Virginia Co sold land to the farmers to keep them farming.
Any colonist the paid their own way to America were given a headright of 50 acres for each family member they brought and also servants. This convinced thousands to move to Virginia.

8. What were the roots of representative government in Jamestown?

With private land ownership came representative government, 1619 House of Burgesses each town sent two representatives who had some say in the operation of the colony.IN 1624 King James canceled the company charter and it became the first Royal Colony.

9. Why did many settlers in the North America come seeking religious freedom? 

Henry the 8 broke from the Catholic Church. Not everyone liked the new church of England so they formed their churches.  Dissenters were often persecuted. Puritans wanted to change the Church of England, Separatists wanted their own churches.
10. Who were the Pilgrims?

They were separatists lived in Netherlands They returned to England then got a land charter. They traveled on the Mayflower. 
11. What was the Mayflower Compact?

The first written document outlining government. 1620 They were officially off the map at they Plymouth landing site. 
William Bradford was their leader.
12. How were the Pilgrims able to survive?

The Indians helped the Pilgrims with food then in the spring two natives Squanto and Samoset taught them to raise corn, beans  and pumpkins. Also how to hunt and fish. Made a treaty with Wampanog natives in 1621.
13. Who were the Puritans?

They were a religious group that felt the Church of England was unpure.
Formed the Massachusetts Bay Co. John Winthrop lead in 1630 900 Puritans to Massachusetts Bay.  During the 1630s over 15000 more Puritans came to MB. They did not allow any other religious groups to settle in their colonies.
14. Why were Connecticut and Rhode Island colonized?

Thomas Hooker was dissatisfied with Massachusetts so he led his congregation to Connecticut where he founded Hartford.
Their plan of gov was the Fundamental Orders of Connecticut and was the first written constitution in US history.
Roger Willams another minister started a new colony at Rhode Island. 

John Wheelwright started a town in New Hampshire.

15.Describe the conflicts with the Native Americans?

1636 War broke out between Purtians and the Pequot Native Americans. MB sent troops to punish. Pequot attacked a town killing nine people.  Native Americans were eventually .
