Shirley, daughter of Leland Earl Thorpe and Grace Vivian Mitchell, was born August 29, 1940, in Buffalo, Wyoming, and raised in Thermopolis, Wyoming. She attended the University of Wyoming on an academic scholarship, graduating with honors in 1962 with a degree in English. She was also a graduate of Arizona State University with a Masters Degree in Counseling. Her over thirty year career in the Phoenix Union High School District began in 1962 with a job teaching English at North Phoenix High School. She also served as English Department Chair there. Moving to Central Phoenix High School as an English teacher, she implemented a computer writing lab, served as a counselor, and headed the Title One Program. Her last job was in staff development for the district, implementing a program that assists in incorporating writing skills into vocational education classes. Shirley was most proud that this program still exists more than fifteen years later and that she was involved in vocational education. Her professional activities included active roles in the Phoenix Union High School Classroom Teacher's Association, serving several terms as secretary and on many negotiation's teams. She was also President for several terms of the Arizona English Teacher's Association and became the first Executive Secretary of that organization. Upon retirement, Shirley and her husband, Doug worked in the national parks to enjoy their love of travel, hiking, and people. They traveled the world; Shirley meeting her goal of visiting every continent, including Africa, Antarctica, and Australia.
